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2009 Flex Your Power Rural Community Outreach Campaign

Funding Opportunity for Health Agencies

Flex Your Power is seeking well-established health agencies in rural communities to promote messages aimed at linking energy efficiency to healthy lifestyles.  By decreasing energy consumption, the air will be cleaner and people will be healthier.  For instance, individuals may improve their health by turning off radios, televisions and computers and going outside for healthy activities like walking or biking.  By saving energy; we can improve our health and the health of the planet.

Agencies selected through a competitive grant process will receive up to $12,000 to implement local outreach strategies.  In addition to funding, outreach partner agencies will receive extensive training, campaign materials and ongoing technical assistance from Runyon Saltzman and Einhorn, Inc. (RS&E), a Sacramento-based advertising and public relations firm. Applicants are not required to be specialists in energy efficiency.  Former outreach partners have included environmental groups; youth development agencies; high school districts; community colleges; agencies serving seniors; chambers of commerce and community action agencies.

The 2009 campaign will begin with a training session in late March and end in early October.  Applications are due February 13, 2009. For purposes of the campaign, rural areas are defined as non-metropolitan counties as well as small towns and rural parts of metropolitan counties.  Applicant agencies must be located in areas serviced by Pacific Gas & Electric (PG&E), Southern California Edison (SCE) and/or San Diego Gas & Electric (SDG&E).
